Draft
Regulations on Tuition Fee Discounts for Foreign Citizens and
Stateless Persons Admitted to the “Mathematics” Bachelor’s programme of the HSE University Faculty of Mathematics in 2021 via a Separate Entry Competition for Studies under Paid Educational Services Agreements Financed by 
Individuals and/or Legal Entities  
I. General Provisions 
1. These Regulations for the provision of discounts on tuition for foreign citizens or stateless persons who have been admitted to the Bachelor’s programme in Mathematics of the Faculty of Mathematics at National Research University Higher School of Economics in 2021 as part of a respective competition for places under agreements for the provision of paid educational services funded by individuals and/or legal entities (hereinafter the “Regulations”, the “Programme”, “discount” and “HSE University”, respectively) set forth the terms, grounds and procedures for the provision of discounts on tuitions for foreign citizens and stateless persons (hereinafter “international students”) upon admission in 2021 via a respective competition to fee-paying places in the Programme financed under agreements for the provision of paid educational services, signed upon admission for studies funded by individuals and/or legal entities (hereinafter an “educational agreement”). 
2. These Regulations have been drawn up for enhancing the motivation for international students to achieve outstanding academic outcomes while studying under the Programme. 
3. The following types of discounts are in place for international students pursuing the Programme: 
3.1. discount upon admission to the Programme as long as each of the entrance examinations has been passed: 
3.1.1. discounts provided based on the results of entrance examinations; 
3.1.2. discounts based on the results of taking additional educational programmes provided by the Centre for International Preparatory Programmes (hereinafter “CIPP programmes”), as well as preparatory courses in Russian as a foreign language offered by HSE University (hereinafter “RFL courses”); 
3.1.3. discounts based on the results of participation in Olympiads held by HSE University; 
3.1.4. discounts provided to graduates of HSE University’s partner schools, with which an agreement for educational cooperation has been signed; 
3.1.5. discounts for early signing of educational agreements and payment for tuition for the first year of studies as per the terms set out in p. 21 of the Regulations; 
4. Discounts specified in p. 3 of the Regulations, with the exception of discounts specified in pp. 3.1.5 shall be provided to international students as at the moment when they are admitted to HSE University and shall be in place during the entire duration of their studies at the University as long as said persons follow the terms set out in p. 5 of the Regulations. 
A discount, as specified in pp. 3.1.5 of these Regulations, shall be provided to international students for their first academic year as at the moment of their admission to the University. 
5.  The eligibility criteria for the discounts, as listed in p. 3 of these Regulations, with the exclusion of those specified in p. 3.1.5: 
5.1.  an international student is not facing any disciplinary sanctions in the form of a reprimand; 
5.2. based on the results of interim examinations for all elements in an international student’s curriculum shall not:  
5.2.1 have a grade below 4 (four) points on a 10-point scale
;
5.2.2 have more than 2 (two) grades equal to 4 (four) or 5 (five) points on a 10-point scale. 
The terms for keeping the discounts, as specified in pp. 5.1 of these Regulations, shall be applied to international students effective from the second year of study and shall be in place until the conclusion of their studies under the Programme. 
The terms for the provision of discounts, as specified in pp. 5.2 of the Regulations, shall be applied with respect to international students, starting from the first interim assessment in the second year of study and until the conclusion of their studies under the Programme. Therefore, such discounts shall not be applied for courses in the first year of studies. 
6. International citizens may only be provided 1 (one) discount from the list of discounts set out in p. 3 of these Regulations, with the exception of the discount stated in pp. 3.1.5 of p. 3 hereof. If an international student is eligible for discounts specified in 3.1.1. – 3.1.4 of these Regulations, they may receive 1 (one) discount of their own choice. 
7. If an international student is granted a discount, an annex to their educational agreement shall be drawn up and signed with him/her. 
8. If an international student, who has received a discount, is granted an exceptional leave of absence, maternity leave, or leave to care for a child under the age of 3 (three) years (hereinafter “leave”), the validity of their tuition discount shall be halted for the period when the student is on leave and only shall be reinstated after their return from leave for the remaining period for which it has been bestowed. 
9. If an international student transfers for studies under a different degree programme, the discount previously provided to him/her shall remain applicable as per the decision of a dean/head of the subdivision engaged in the provision of the respective programme, on the basis of a request submitted by the academic supervisor of the programme to which the learner has transferred. 
10. If an international student is dismissed from HSE University for whatever reason and then subsequently reinstated to the University, earlier granted discounts shall not be restored. 
11. The grounds for depriving an international student of a discount, with the exception of the discounts specified in pp. 3.1.5 of these Regulations, include the failure to satisfy the terms for the provision of discounts, as set out in p. 5 of these Regulations. 
12. A discount may be revoked prior to its expiration as per a respective HSE University directive. Such a directive can be drawn up by the programme office of the degree programme, under which the international student is studying. This document should be signed by the Vice Rector charged with overseeing the University’s international activities. 
13. Discounts shall be provided funded from the central budget of HSE University. 
14. As per the decision of the Rector or the faculty/subdivision engaged in the provision of the Programme, other discounts can be assigned, along with the appropriate grounds for their provision. 
15. With the enactment of these Regulations, earlier established discounts shall remain unchanged and in effect until the expiration of their respective terms. 
16. If amendments are introduced to these Regulations, earlier established discounts shall remain unchanged and in effect until the completion of the timeframe for which they have been provided. 
II. Size of Discounts for International Students upon Admission to the Programme 
17. The size of discounts assigned based on the results of entrance examinations, as long as each examination has been passed, shall be as follows: 
17.1. 70% of the tuition cost for the respective degree progamme, as set for the current academic year – if the applicant’s final cumulative grade for all exams is 185 points or higher; 
17.2. 50% of the tuition cost for the respective programme, as set for the current academic year – if the applicant’s final cumulative grade for all exams is between 175 and 184 points; 
17.3. 25% of the tuition cost for the respective programme, as set for the current academic – if the applicant’s final cumulative grade for all exams is between 165 and 175 points. 
18. Based on the results of study under CIPP programmes and RFL courses, as long as a certificate has been presented, thereby confirming a student’s successful completion of a given preparatory programme (i.e., no failing grades), international students may be granted a 50% discount on tuition costs under the Programme, as set for the current academic year. Recipients of this discount may include graduates of the HSE University CIPP programmes, as well as preparatory faculties of other Russian academic institutions. 
19. Based on the results of participation in HSE University Olympiads, as long as international students have passed all entrance examinations, the following discounts shall be available for them to make tuition payments: 
19.1.  winners and prize-winners of the HSE Global Scholarship Competition in the field of Mathematics shall be entitled to a 70% discount on the tuition fee set for the current academic year. 
20. Graduates from HSE University’s partner schools, with which cooperation agreements have been signed, may receive a 25% discount on tuition, as set for the current academic year. 
21. Subject to the signing of an educational agreement and payment of tuition for Modules 1 and 2 of the first academic year no later than July 1, 2021, international students shall receive a 5% discount on tuition for studies under the Programme as set for the first academic year. 
� With the exception of instances whereby a grade is under 4 (four) points owing to failure to take part in an examination for a valid reason, as per established procedure at HSE University. 
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
