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Regulations on Tuition Fee Discounts for Foreign Citizens and Stateless Persons Admitted to Studies under Degree Programmes at HSE University in 2020 Following Separate Entry Competitions for Fee-paying Places under Educational Agreements Financed by Individuals and/or Legal Entities
I. General Provisions 
1. These Regulations on Tuition Fee Discounts for Foreign Citizens and Stateless Persons Admitted to Studies under Degree Programmes at National Research University Higher School of Economics in 2020 following Separate Entry Competitions for Fee-paying Places under Educational Agreements Funded by Individuals and/or Legal Entities (hereinafter, “Regulations”, “discount”, and “HSE University”, respectively) stipulate the grounds, terms and procedures for the provision of tuition discounts for foreign citizens and stateless persons (hereinafter, “foreign citizens”) upon admission to studies at HSE University under degree programmes following the separate entry competitions for places under agreements for paid educational services financed by individuals and/or legal entities (hereinafter, “agreements for paid educational services”), except for the degree programmes (Bachelor’s/Master’s), on which there are no places financed by subsidies from the federal budget for the implementation of a state assignment, as well as the Master’s degree programme “Financial Economics”.
2. These Regulations have been developed to increase the total number of foreign citizens studying under HSE University’s degree programmes, as well as to strengthen the motivation of said persons to achieve top educational results in the course of their studies at HSE University. 
3. At HSE University, the following types of discounts may be extended to foreign citizens upon their admission to studies under degree programmes, indicated in p. 1 of these Regulations: 
3.1. discounts granted upon admission to studies under degree programmes (Bachelor’s/Specialist) at HSE University as long as the candidate has successfully passed each of the necessary entrance examinations: 
3.1.1. discounts based on entrance examination results; 
3.1.2. discounts based on the results of a student’s completion of additional educational programmes provided by HSE University’s International Preparatory Programmes (hereinafter, “IPP”), and/or programmes in Russian as a foreign language, delivered by HSE University (hereinafter, “courses of Russian”). 
3.1.3. discounts based on the results of participation in Olympiads held by HSE University; 
3.1.4. discounts offered to graduates of HSE University’s partner schools, which have signed agreements for educational partnership; 
3.1.5. discounts provided to those who sign agreements for the provision of paid educational services and pay tuition fees for the first academic year early and as per the terms set out in p. 23 of these Regulations. 
3.2. discounts granted upon admission to studies under Master’s programmes at HSE University: 
3.2.1. discounts based on the results of entrance examinations;
3.2.2. discounts based on results obtained in the course of studies under IPP programmes and/or courses of Russian; 
3.2.3. discounts based on the results of mastering a part of a degree programme (Bachelor’s or Master’s) at HSE University as per agreements for paid educational services;
3.2.4. discounts based on the results obtained after mastering a portion of a Master’s or Bachelor’s programme offered by HSE University as per academic mobility agreements signed with the University’s international partners; 
3.2.5. discounts based on the results of the participation in the Summer University programme; 
3.2.6. discounts allocated to graduates of HSE University’s Bachelor’s/Specialist programmes;
3.2.7. discounts based on the results of participation in the International Olympiad ‘Open Doors: Russian Scholarship Project’ (hereinafter, the “Open Doors” Olympiad), hosted by HSE University.
3.2.8. discounts provided to those who sign agreements for the provision of paid educational services and pay tuition fees for the first academic year early and as per the terms set out in p. 30 of these Regulations. 
4. The discounts indicated in p. 3 of these Regulations, except for those specified in pp. 3.1.5 and 3.2.8, shall be granted to foreign citizens at enrolment in HSE University and remain in force for the entire period of their studies, as long as respective learners comply with the terms spelled out in p. 5 of these Regulations. 
Discounts, specified in pp. 3.1.5 and 3.2.8 of p. 3 hereof, shall be granted for the first year of studies to foreign citizens immediately upon their enrolment in HSE University.
5. The terms for maintaining the discounts, indicated in p. 3 hereof, except for those indicated in pp. 3.1.5 and 3.2.8, are as follows:
5.1. a foreign citizen shall not be subject to disciplinary actions in the form of a reprimand; 
5.2. the results for interim evaluations of all components of the foreign citizen’s curriculum show:
5.2.1 no grades below 4 points on a 10-point scale
;
5.2.2 no more than 2 (two) grades of 4 points or 5 points on a 10-point scale;
The term for maintaining already granted discounts, indicated in pp. 5.1 of p. 5 hereof, shall be applicable to international students, effective from the start of Year 2 and up to their graduation from a given degree programme.
Furthermore, the terms for maintaining already grated discounts, as indicated in pp. 5.2 of p. 5 hereof, shall be applicable to foreign students starting from the first interim evaluation in Year 2 and up to their graduation from the degree programme.
6. A foreign citizen may only be granted 1 (one) discount from the list indicated in p. 3 of these Regulations, except for those specified in pp. 3.1.5 or 3.2.8 of p. 3 hereof. If a foreign citizen is eligible for a discount, as per pp. 3.1.1-3.1.4, 3.2.1-3.2.7 of p. 3 hereof, he/she shall be offered 1 (one) discount at his/her discretion.
7. If a foreign citizen is to receive a discount, a relevant addendum to his/her agreement for paid educational services shall be drafted.
8. The procedure, grounds and terms for the provision of discounts to foreign citizens at HSE University’s regional campuses shall be regulated by each campus’ internal bylaws.
9. If a foreign citizen, who has been provided with a discount, takes an academic leave, maternity leave, or a leave to care for a child up to 3 (three) years of age (hereinafter, “leave”), the validity of his/her discount shall be halted for the period when he/she is on leave and reinstated after his/her return from leave for the unused period of the given discount. 
10. Should a foreign citizen transfer from one degree programme to another within the integrated group of fields/concentrations, his/her discount shall continue. 
11. If a foreign citizen transfers to another degree programme, which does not belong to the integrated group of fields/concentrations of his/her initial degree programme, an earlier discount granted to him/her may be kept as per the decision of the dean (i.e., head of the HSE University subdivision, engaged in the delivery of the degree programme), on the basis of an official request made by the academic supervisor of the degree programme to which the learner has been transferred. 
12. Should a foreign citizen be dismissed from HSE University for any reason and subsequently reinstated to the University, his/her previous discount shall not be valid. 
13. A foreign citizen may be deprived of their discount, with the exception of those provided for by pp. 3.1.5 and 3.2.8 of p. 3 hereof, should he/she fail to meet the terms for the continued provision of discounts as specified in p. 5 hereof. 
14. Should a discount be revoked before its expiry date, this shall be confirmed by an HSE University directive. Therefore, a directive shall be drawn up by the relevant programme office supporting the study process on the programme pursued by the foreign citizen, and signed by the Vice Rector overseeing HSE University’s international activities. 
15. A discount may be financed from the central budget of HSE University or that of the subdivision. The proportions of co-financing shall be determined as per the Regulations on Faculty Budgets and other internal bylaws, except for the cases specified in Section 4 hereof. 
16. Following the decision of the Rector and/or the faculty/subdivision engaged in the provision of degree programmes, other types of discounts may be established, along with the grounds for their provision.
17. Once these Regulations become effective, earlier granted discounts shall remain unchanged and valid until the end of the period for which they were provided. 
18. Should any amendments be made to these Regulations, earlier granted discounts shall remain unchanged and valid until the completion of period for which they were issued. 
II. Size of Discounts Provided to Foreign Citizens upon Admission to Studies under Bachelor’s/Specialist Degree Programmes at HSE University 
19. The size of discounts allocated following the results of entrance examinations, provided the said examinations are passed, shall account for: 
19.1. 70% of the tuition fee for the given degree programme, as set for the current academic year – provided that the foreign student earned at least 170 points for entry exams; 
19.2. 50% of the tuition fee for the given degree programme, as set for the current academic year – between 150 and 169 points; 
19.3. . 25% of the tuition fee for the given degree programme, as set for the current academic year – between 140 and 149 points.
20. Based on the results for IPP programmes and/or courses of Russian, as well as with the submission of a certificate confirming a student’s successful completion of respective additional programmes (without any failing grades), a foreign citizen may be granted a 50% discount on the tuition for the given degree programme, as set for the current academic year. This discount applies to those who finished IPP programmes at HSE University or the equivalent preparatory programmes at other Russian academic institutions. 
21. As per the results for participation in HSE University’s Olympiads, and as long as participants have passed all entrance examinations, foreign citizens may receive the following discounts on their tuition for studies under Bachelor’s/Specialist programmes, whose major correspond to the area of study of the relevant Olympiad competition:  
21.1. for winners and prize-winners of HSE Global Scholarship Competition in a certain field – 70% of the tuition fee set for the current academic year.
22. With respect to graduates from HSE University’s partner schools, which have signed partnership agreements for educational activities, discounts coming to 25% of the tuition fee shall be provided for the current academic year. 
23. Provided the foreign citizen concludes an agreement for paid educational services and pays a tuition fee for modules 1 and 2 in Year 1 before June 1, 2020, he/she may receive a 5% discount on the tuition fee for the studies under the respective degree programme, as set for the first academic year. 
III. Size of Discounts Provided to Foreign Citizens upon Admission to Studies under Master’s Programme at HSE University
24. Size of discounts allocated based on the results of entrance examinations shall come to:
24.1. 50% of the tuition fee for the given degree programme, as established for the current academic year – over 60 points for the portfolio competition; 
24.2. 25% of the tuition fee for the given degree programme, as established for the current academic year – between 50 and 59 points for the portfolio competition.
25. Based on the results for an IPP programme and/or courses of Russian, along with the submission of a certificate confirming a student’s successful completion of respective additional programmes (without any failing grades), a foreign citizen may receive a 50% discount on the tuition set for the current academic year. 
26. Based on the results for participation in the Summer University programme, a discount shall come to 25% of the tuition, as established for the current academic year. To receive this discount, a foreign citizen must present a certificate confirming his/her participation in the “Summer University” programme. 
27. With respect to graduates of Bachelor’s/Specialist programmes at HSE University, foreign citizens may be provided with a 25% discount on the tuition set for the current academic year. 
28. Winners of the Open Doors Olympiad, and if they have passed all entrance examinations, shall receive a discount coming to 70% of the tuition set for the current academic year. 
29. Winners of the Open Doors Olympiad, and if they have passed all entrance examinations, shall be provided with a 50% discount on the tuition fee set for the current academic year. 
30. Provided the foreign citizen concludes an agreement for paid educational services and pays a tuition fee for modules 1 and 2 in Year 1 before June 1, 2020, he/she may receive a 5% discount on the tuition fee for the studies under the respective degree programme, as set for the first academic year. 
IV. Discounts Provided to Foreign Citizens Funded from the Budget of the Faculty or Subdivision Implementing Degree Programmes
31. Foreign citizens may be provided with discounts on tuition fees funded from the budget of the faculty or subdivision, engaged in the provision of degree programmes. 
32. The rules for the provision of discounts funded at the expense of the faculty/subdivision, implementing degree programmes, shall be approved by the academic council of the relevant faculty/subdivision. 
33. If the faculty/subdivision does not have an academic council – the dean of the given faculty/head of the subdivision engaged in the provision of degree programmes. 
34. The rules for the provision of discounts funded from the budget of the faculty/subdivision, implementing degree programmes, should be published on their respective homepages and the webpage of the degree programme on HSE University’s corporate website (portal), as well as the webpage of the International Admissions Office at: admissions.hse.ru.
35. A tuition discount provided at the expense of the budget of a faculty/subdivision engaged in the provision of degree programmes can be totaled up with another type of discount.
� Except for instances when a grade is below 4 points owing to the student’s failure to attend an examination for a valid reason, which should be confirmed as per the standard procedure in place at HSE University. 
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
